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1. April 9, 1959.  CTS Corporation, of Elkhart, Indiana, purchases the Mills Gap Rd. facility from IRC in a joint manufacture agreement 2 in Electronics Pact: Resistance Co., Chicago Phone Supply Slate Mutual Aid.” 10 April 1959. 2. August 1, 1980. CTS of Asheville registers as a generator of hazardous waste with the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), after listing that the company disposes of 44,440 pounds of sludge and 8,307 pounds of waste solvent annually. 3. March 13, 1984. CTS is denied permission to treat or dispose of hazardous waste by the North Carolina Division of Health Services. Letter, “Denial of Waste.”

4. April, 1986.

5. August 31, 1987. On behalf of CTS, Law Environmental, Inc., assesses the site and claims that “the potential for ground-water contaminants at the site appears to be minimal”  See email attachment for this doc: “Law Environmental.”

6. December 23, 1987. CTS sells its property (53.54 acres) to Mills Gap Road Associates (MGRA) (Kelly and Wallace, Phase I Site Assessment Plan, p. 44  -- same as document in #4 above).

7. June
18, 1990. Resident Dave Ogren notifies the North Carolina Department of Environment and Natural Resources (NCDENR) of a “chemical pond” on the property, sparking state involvement (DeRosa, see attached to email).

8. February 22, 1991.
NUS Corporation, under contract from the EPA, completes the second phase of the screening site inspection, listing many dangerous chemicals yet recommends “no further remedial action” be taken on the site (Fine). See attached to email, Phase II Screening Site Inspection.pdf.
